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“4A. Retirement of a freedom fighter—(1) Notwithstanding anything
contained to the contrary in section 4, a public servant, who is a freedom
fighter, shall retire from service on the completion of the fifty-ninth year
of his age.

(2) If a public servant, as referred to in sub-section (1), is on leave
preparatory to retirement immediately before the commencement of this
section, such leave shall be terminated, and he shall, notwithstanding
anything contained to the contrary in section 5, be re-employed in the
service in such a manner as if he never had retired.

(3) The Government may require a public servant, in order to be entitled
to any benefit under this section, to have his certificate or identity, as a
Freedom Fighter, to be verified by the Ministry of Liberation War
Affairs 8

Provided that a public servant, who entered the service of the
Republic as a Freedom Fighter, shall be exempted from such
verification.” |
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“7. Post-retirement Leave—1) A public servant who is required to
retire from or, as the case may be, cease to be in service under any
provision of this Act shall be entitled to such Post-retirement leave as is
admissible to him and the period of such leave may extend up to one year
from the date of his retirement or ceasing to be in service.

(2) Any reference to the expression &lLeave preparatory to retirement”
in this Act, or, as a derivative of this Act, in any other Law, Rule,
Regulation or Instrument having the force of law, shall be read and
construed as a&post-retirement leave.” |
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
